2003 Sexual Assault Laws

The following sexual assault bills were passed and signed into law in 2003.

PA 93-0389: “No Means No” 

What will it do? Clarifies a person’s right to withdraw consent to sexual 

activity at any time during the course of sexual activity.

Primary Sponsors: Sen. Dan Rutherford and Rep. Rosemary Mulligan

Effective Date: July 25, 2003

PA 93-0356: Criminal and Civil Statutes of Limitations 

What will it do? Extends the criminal and civil statutes of limitations in cases of childhood sexual abuse.

Primary Sponsors: Sen. Jacqueline Collins and Rep. Jim Brosnahan

Effective Date: July 24, 2003

PA 93-0416: Gender Violence Act 

What will it do? Creates a civil cause of action for victims of gender-based violence.

Effective Date: Jan. 1, 2004

PA 93-0419: Family Member Sentencing Option 

What will it do? Removes option of probation for family members convicted of 

criminal sexual assault.

Effective Date: Jan. 1, 2004

PA 93-0236: Civil No Contact Order 

What will it do? Creates a no contact order for sexual assault victims who don’t have a relationship with the offender.

Primary Sponsors: Rep. John Fritchey and Sen. John Cullerton

Effective Date: Jan. 1, 2004

PA 93-0510: Adoption Act Consents 

What will it do? Enables a victim to put a child conceived through rape up for adoption without the consent of the offender.

Primary Sponsors: Rep. Maria Antonia Berrios and Sen. Iris Martinez

Effective Date: Jan. 1, 2004
